The Story-Based Teaching set has been designed to promote learning through story (originally ment for bilingual Czech-English teaching). This extensive supplementary material goes together with the set of felt pictures, manufactured by the Kříž company, Letovice. The basic kit includes a set of felt pictures with magnets. These can be used for the presentation of the story on a magnetic or flannel board, for manipulating with a child; explored by touch. More info on this programme and on purchasing the felt pictures at www.plstik.cz )
The combination of the felt pictures with the materials in the Story-Based Teaching set allows perfect use of the language means which the fairy tale offers.
 
 The educational material consists of over 130 activities, which increase the knowledge acquired while listening to the story and working with the theme. All activities are based on the text of the story, which can be found in the first part (Basic material).
The skills taught and practised in the text are both linguistic and literary - developing listening skills, creating sentences, retelling stories, working with rhymes, working the speech organs on speech-oriented texts, nurturing awareness of nature and the world around us, influencing the creation of mathematical concepts, provides content for music, art and physical education activities and for English language teaching.
 
In the files, you can find picture cards and games such as flashcards, dominoes, matching cards, worksheets, and suggestions for music, art, practical and physical activities.
Many files can be opened on a computer screen, using a projector or on an interactive board - you save a lot of copying and you will have an overview of how children work.
Audio recordings can be played on a computer. There is the text of the story for listening, as well as 7 lovely songs with karaoke.
 
Card games are designed for manipulation - this method is very suitable for children because of their limited ability to concentrate. Movement helps them activate the centre of attention for a longer period of time, or repeatedly.
Recommendation: After printing the cards, laminate them, as this will increase the life span of the pictures. In addition, we recommend increasing the net effect by cutting the corners rounders – the device for doing this is available in good stationeries. Children cannot peel such modified cards so easily and the cards also look very neat.
 
Many activities are designed so that children first encounter them in mother tongue and then in English. You will save hours of explanations and almost avoid translating, which is children's natural way to perceive foreign language content and acquire it naturally.
 
The activities are very loosely sorted by learning areas. However, I recommend that you go through the files for different activities to combine into your story project teaching. Do not forget to consider the age and level of your children.
 
Do not forget the sound recordings, they will not only attract the children’s attention and improve their listening skills as well as pronunciation and enrich your work, but also improve your mood!
